Raphael was an Italian painter and architect of the High 
Renaissance. He is considered to be one of the three 
Great Masters of the period along with Michelangelo and 
Leonardo da Vinci.

Among his best known works are the four papal apartment 
rooms in the Vatican that he was commissioned to paint. 
The frescoes cover the entire wall and ceiling space and 
are highly decorative. 

Raphael spent twelve years working in Rome. After a 
sudden, short illness Raphael died at the age of 37.
